Getting Started | Speechlabel
Welcome to SpeechLabel! You're just a few steps away from using your voice to label the world around you.

To get Started:
1. Download and open the app on your iOS or Android device.
2. Follow the on-screen instructions to grant permissions and complete setup.
3. You're ready to begin labeling!

Below, you’ll find detailed instructions for using the app on both iOS and Android. These cover everything from creating labels to adjusting settings.

Scan
Here’s a quick tip to help you identify what to scan: all NFC stickers are round or circular, while all QR-code labels are rectangular.

You can scan in two simple ways: with your camera or using NFC.
Camera: Point your device’s camera loosely in the direction of the barcode. Once it’s scanned, the app lets you know right away.
NFC: Just hold the NFC tag close to your device’s NFC chip, and it will scan instantly. Make sure to allow Speechabel to use your NFC scanner.

My labels
Here you’ll see all the labels you’ve saved.
Tap a label to edit its information.
Swipe a label to delete it.
Use the search to quickly find the label you need.

Here you can update your profile and set your preferences. You’ll also find tips for using the app and access to our legal documents.

Android 
Installing speechlable app
You can install the app if your device has Android 4.2 or higher. Your device must also have a camera.
Click here to download the Android app from the Playstore.
Most Android phones have an NFC chip, you are then able to scan NFC tags. The app indicates whether your device has an NFC chip.

How to scan a barcode
To scan a barcode, open the Scan tab. At the top of this screen you can choose between Barcode and NFC. Select the Barcode option.
Point the camera at a barcode to scan it. Not working? Then your device is probably unable to focus. Try moving your device further away from the barcode, this usually helps.

How to scan using NFC
To scan using NFC, open the Scan tab. At the top of this screen you can choose between Barcode and NFC. Select the NFC option. A warning will appear if your device does not have an NFC chip.

Now that we are certain that your device has an NFC chip, the next challenge is to find out where it is located. You can find the NFC chip by slowly moving an NFC tag around the back of your device. Once the tag is successfully scanned, a new screen will be opened.

Installing the speechlable app
All devices with iOS 11 or newer can install the app.
Click here to download the iOS app from the App Store.
You can only can NFC tags on the iPhone 7 and newer. This is not possible with any iPad or iPod, they do not have an NFC chip. The app indicates whether your device has an NFC chip.

How to scan a barcode
To scan a barcode, open the Scan tab. At the top of this screen you can choose between Barcode and NFC. Select the Barcode option.

How to scan using NFC
To scan using NFC, open the Scan tab. At the top of this screen you can choose between Barcode and NFC. Select the NFC option. If your device does not have an NFC-chip, a warning will appear. Scanning with NFC is only possible on iPhone 7 and newer.
The NFC chip is located just above the speaker at the top of your iPhone. Place an NFC tag nearby the NFC chip to scan it. After a successful scan, a new screen will be opened.
Supported NFC tags

If you are using iOS 11 or 12, you can scan NFC tags of type 1 through 5 that contain data in the NFC Data Exchange Format (NDEF).
If you are using iOS 13, you can also scan the following types of NFC tags:
FeliCa
ISO 7816
ISO 15693
MIFARE
