General description

These mats are quick drying, non-allergenic – Rubber and Latex free, toxin and heavy metal free and they contain no phthalates (no PVC). 

Antimicrobial top quality, cushioned and comfortable slip resistant bath or shower mat. Free draining with a lightly textured soft surface, and strong grip suckers underneath, which ensure a safe footing, helping to prevent foot and surface slip.

This bath mat has been developed to a new standard, to incorporate Silver Technology for its antimicrobial qualities. The mat and suckers are manufactured using this silver technology throughout the material, not just as a surface treatment, to inhibit growth of bacteria or mould.

The moulded suckers ensure excellent grip as tested to the BS standard. The attractive blue colour makes the mat ideal for people with visual impairments and the cushioned, comfortable features of the mat help with any foot pressure sensitivity. 

Special Warnings

Please note: Due to hygiene reasons this product is non-returnable unless faulty.
Fitting the mat
· Wash before use. Please ensure the bath or shower tray is clean, prior to fitting the mat or the suckers will not adhere to the surface.

· NOT suitable for use on textured, raised contour or non-slip bath or shower trays.

· Position the mat in the bath or shower tray and press firmly on the suckers.  Ensure the mat is secure before use.

General safety instructions for use
· Always check the water temperature before entering a bath or shower.

· Do not use with bath oils or other additives that may affect the non-slip qualities or performance of the mat.

· When stepping onto the mat, tread carefully onto the centre.

· Never leave small children unattended in the bath or shower.

Care and maintenance 

· After use rinse thoroughly, the mat should be lifted after every use, and hung by the integral hook to dry naturally.

· Wash the mat regularly, either machine wash at 40o degree minimum, or by hand using a little detergent. Hang and dry naturally.  

· Check the mat regularly for damage or excessive wear.  Do not use if damaged.

· Store away from direct sunlight.

· Avoid contact with direct heat sources such as radiators.

· Do not use harsh chemicals. 

Disposal 
· The mat is biodegradable, but will only degrade as a result of direct and continued contact with soil enzymes where facilities exist.

· The mat can be recycled where facilities exist.

· Do not burn.
Getting started

Remove the mat from the packaging carefully and machine wash at 40o. Allow to air dry. Ensure the bath or shower tray is clean prior to fitting the mat; the suckers will not adhere to the surface if this is not done. 
Place the mat in the bath or shower tray with the suckers pointing downwards and press firmly into place. Ensure the mat is secure before use. After each use rinse thoroughly to help prevent the build up of soap residue left by acid formulated shampoos, soaps and shower gels. These can cause discolouration and create a barrier preventing the antimicrobial silver from working.
