General description

LC239 – This is a Black plastic, Cubarithm board containing 15 rows of 20, 10mm cubic compartments. It is designed to assist in learning arithmetic.
LC240 – The tactile cubes that insert in to the above board. Each cube has braille numbers, a dash and a single dot.

Using the product

Rotate the cube to find the number required. Once located, place each cube with the appropriate number facing up, into the Cubarithm board to write the figures. 
The dash and single dot are used to identify the mathematical symbols. Position the dash or dot as follows:

· Position the dash at the top to indicate addition
· Position the dash at the bottom to indicate subtraction
· Position the dash on the left to indicate multiplication
· Position the dash on the right to indicate division
· Position the dot at the bottom left to indicate a comma
