This hook style tip is not suitable for paved surfaces. Not designed for constant use on cement, asphalt, concrete, or dirt roads.  
This tip is only available for hook style canes.

General description

The Dakota tip is a hook style mobility tip designed for rough terrain, including country roads, gravel, mud, snow and sand. Using the hook attachment method the tip can easily be installed when the terrain calls for it and removed for more urban settings. Made from durable plastic it will move easily on the ground.  
Changing a hook style tip

The tip utilises the Ambutech hook-on attachment method so you can easily change the tip depending on the terrain. 
Canes fitted with a Cordlock™

The Cordlock™ is a white plastic clip, which stops the elastic cord slipping down the cane shaft when you change the tip. From 2013, most Ambutech canes are now fitted with a Cordlock™.

· Pull the tip out of the end section of the cane until a knot in the cord and a small piece of plastic which is the ‘Cordlock™’, appears.

· Allow the Cordlock™ to settle perpendicularly across the end of the cane

· Unhook the old tip and hook on the replacement tip keeping the tip and elastic cord under tension

· Fold the Cordlock™ so it is lying parallel, flat against the elastic cord and facing away from the knot

· With the hook through the elastic cord, let the elastic cord slide back into the cane shaft under tension. Ensure the tip is securely in place. Your cane is ready to use.

Replacing hook tips on older canes

· Pull the tip straight from the end of the cane until a knot in the elastic appears

· Slip a pen or similar object into the gap between the knot and the cane

· Release the elastic carefully until the pen rests across the end of the cane

· Unhook the tip and hook on the replacement tip

· Remove the pen and allow the tip to sit back into the end section of the cane under tension, and with the hook through the elastic
